ETHANOL .  I recently read that NSW will phase out regular unleaded fuel in 2011 and replace it with E10 , 

with Queensland to follow soon. (how long before S. A.) Apparently BP will guarantee its E10 for all vehicles 

regardless of age with Shell and Caltex to follow with similar guarantees. They say the additives will make no 

difference. Premium will still be available. My own personal experiences are mixed and are out -lined below.  

 I have used E10  in my Norton (steel tank) not realising what I was putting in, and did not notice any change
