Ignition timing for Commandoõs with Boyer; on the centre stand, 5 grand, time to tango!! 

 Using the Boyer system, full advance is at 31 degrees (tri spark as well)  and does not   

occur until  5,000 rpm, when timing light readings start to become a bit of a guess.  

If you do not use an external power source for the timing light you will                   

get feed back and this will distort the reading. [I use a battery charger]  

NB: the onus is on the individual to determine if these guide -lines are suitable for their  

       own personal application, and they assume that your Boyer is programmed correctly.  

 

 AT  1,000  rpm.  advance =   6.3 degrees.  

       1,500  rpm.                = 11.4 degrees.  

       2,000  rpm.                = 16.3 degrees.  

       2,500  rpm.                = 19.6 degrees.  

       3,000  rpm.                = 22.8 degrees.  

       3,500  rpm.                = 26.1 degrees.  

       4,000  rpm.                = 27.7 degrees.  

       4,500  rpm.                = 30.0 degrees.  

       5,000  rpm.                = 31.0 degrees.  

           The decimal points can be rounded off.  

You will notice there is a big jump in advance 

from 2,000 -  3,500 rpm. 10 degrees! While in   

the next 1,500 rpm. to 5,000 rpm. it jumps by      

5 degrees. You could try setting your timing at 

3,000 or 3,500 rpm which should make the job a 

bit easier, but you still need to be a contortionist 

with 6 ft. arms or have an understanding friend.

WARNING, WARNING, WARNING !!!!!!  

 

The club is about to get tough on members who 

do not renew their membership fees on time.  

 

Please take note that this is a requirement  

of the Registrar of Motor Vehicles of S.A.   

 

1.  Membership feeõs are due no later than the 30th of JUNE, if you 

have not paid by that date then when you wake up on the 1st. 

of JULY your HISTORIC rego has expired, your bike is no longer 

registered, and your 3rd party insurance will expire in 30 days.  

2.  The club is required to notify the Registrar within 14 days of 

the members who are no longer financial and have vehicles 

with Historic registration. This will cancel your Historic Rego, 

and your 3rd party insurance. And your log book is no longer 

valid and needs to be returned to the club.  

3.  REMEMBER:  log books will need to be stamped at the same 

time as membership renewal and any vehicle variationõs noted 

and stamped as well. ( check in the back of your log books for 

the variation page, the newer ones will have them).  

4.  If a member has let their member -ship lapse then all the above 

will happen in the time frame out lined. Please take note >>> 

THIS IS A REQUIREMENT OF THE STATE GOVERMENT.  

5.  After 60 days, members who wish to rejoin will need to go 

through the new member rigmarole out lined below with the 

extra costõs also included. 

6.  All Historic Vehicles registered under the current scheme need 

to be sighted to ensure their integrity. Country memberõs can 

arrange a police inspection and/or photoõs with engine and 

frame numbers included. If it has matching numbers then this 

will need to be stated.   (nb. This is not a road worthy check)  

7.  Norton owner ship is a prerequisite to acquiring Historic Rego 

within the club, other vehicles will be accepted providing they 

comply, but Norton owner -ship  is a must as is being a finan-

cial member. (proof of owner -ship will be required).  

 



 If you donõt like the condi-

tions required to obtain His-

toric Rego, then I suggest 

you get one of these, and go 

argue with the government 

as it is out of the hands of 

the club.  

 The club needs to respect 

current legislation and re-

spond accordingly or we risk 

losing our accreditation.          

  Once again it is the actions 

of the few who put the rest 

of us at risk.  

 After all it is a very good 

system, 90 days spread over 

365 days, with a few condi-

tions attached makes for 

some pretty cheap rego.  

 In the year just gone I used 

my Norton for a total of 27 

days, and when you consider 

the extra cost of full rego in 

that same period!   Well?????  

  Its not rocket science.
